I am pleased to inform you that the Great Lakes and Ohio River Division 
Commander, Major General y, executed the Record of Decision for the 
Seaway Formerly Utilized Sites Remedial Action Program (FUSRAP) Site, on River 
Road in the Town ofTonawanda, New York. A copy of the Record of Decision is 
enclosed for your records. 

The Seaway Site is a landfill that became contaminated with materials containing 
low levels of residual radioactivity during the 1970's, when Ashland Oil, during site 
renovations, relocated material that had originally been disposed of at the FUSRAP 
Ashland 1 Site. The material originated from the uranium processing activities 
conducted at the former Linde Site in Tonawanda. In 1998 the Corps began studying the 
Seaway Site in accordance with the Comprehensive Environmental Response, 
Compensation and Liability Act, 42 U.S.C. § 9601 et seq. The Buffalo District released 
the Addendum to the Feasibility Study for the Seaway Site and Proposed Plan for the 
Seaway Site during August 2008. The original public comment period for the Proposed 
Plan was from August 25, 2008 to October 24, 2008. A Public Meeting to receive 
public comments was held on Wednesday, September 24,2008. The comment period 
was extended to November 28,·2008.
