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DOE sets meeting 
on nuclear waste 

It has been almost a year since the Cnited 
States D'epartment of Energy (DOE) announced 
that nuclear waste would be remaining in the 
Town of Tonawanda. Only its location would al­
ter. 

The waste is residual material-some 351,000 
cubic yards-from the Manhattan Project, 
which developed the !irst three atomic weapons. 
The waste includes radioisotopes of uranium, 
radium and thorium. 

In all that time, town residents and officials 
still haYe not accepted the DOE's recommenda­
tion, which calls for a consolidation of the 
waste-now sp1·ead oYer four sites in the 
town-into . one 1·esen·oir near the i':iagara 
Ri\·er. To"·n officials balked at this notion be-

·J:ause it interferes with waterfront development 
plans, while residents want nothing less than all 
of the material shipped out of the area, prefera­
bly to a federal site in Ctah.
