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(5) The termination of operE,tions at the varicus
installe.tions will be made, whenever possible,
after War Reserves and Peace Time requirements
have been established in order to dispose of
any excess material direct from the installations
involved thus eliminating duplicate handling
and transportation.

(6) Present plans callfor the retention of all depots
except Indianapolis, Northesst and Chemical
Section, San Francisco Port of Embarkation.

b. Storage

(1) It is contemplated that practically all Chemical
Warfare items will be stored ultimately in
warehouses, igloos, or in sheds. However, to
preclude multiple handling, it is recommended
that no attempt be made to convert from outside
storage to inside at the time, as it
may be necessary to transfer material between
depots, et::., prior to "permanent" storage.
Specific will be forthcoming as soon
as a:vail ab le •

(2) All taxies to be maintained as War Reserve, now
stored in fifty-five (55) gallon drums will
be to one (1) ton containers. Definite vi
quanti ties not yet established. All stocks of
acetylene tetrachloride and also molasses residium
packed in fifty-five (55) gallon drums will remain
in outside storage. '

(3) Items declared surplus, and Class C items which
are now stored outdoors will remain so
disposed of.

2. and Repackaging

(1) Until requirements for War Reserve and Peace
Time Operating levels are established all re­
packing or operbtions currently
in prohress in depots, with the exception of
India..'1apolis Chemical Warfare Depot, will be
suspended !1IDtil further notice from this office.

3. Care and Preservation in storage

(1) Adequate measures should be continued protect
stocks presently stored outdoors.

(2) of Chemical Warfare Service meteriel
instorage is e continuing responsibility of
Chemical Warfare Depot commanders and Chemical
Warfare Supply Officers, and has taken on added
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importance in the post-war period. The exposed
surfaces of all metal products, of all metal contai~ers,

irrespective of their nature, will be rigidly in­
spected for leaks, corrosion, det~rioration and the
Adequacy of protective processing and/or coating; all
rust, corrosion, foreign matter will be removed from
the exposed surfaces with wire brushes after which a
new protective coating will be applied. The contents
of leaking or deteriorated containers will be trans­
ferred into suitable container.. Specific instructions
on care and preservation of all Chemical Warfare items
should be closely followed.
