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CORPS OF ENGINEERS

WATER RESOURCES AUTHORITIES
CONGRESSIONALLY AUTHORIZED PROJECTS
· Can address almost any Water Resources Problem

· Reconnaissance Study, Feasibility Study, Plans and Specifications and Construction

· No particular Federal cost limitations

· Flood Control - 65% Federal 35% non-Federal

· Commercial Navigation - 40-80% Federal

· Recreational Navigation - 50% Federal 50% non-Federal

· Miscellaneous - dependent upon Congressional mandate

· Requires several authorization and appropriation actions by the Congress

CONTINUING AUTHORITY PROJECTS
· Funded at the program level annually by the Congress

· Generally for smaller type water resources projects

· All require a study, economic justification and environmental acceptability for a project to be constructed.

Flooding - Section 205
· For local flooding problems

· $7,000,000 Federal cost limitation

· 65% Federal, 35% non-Federal

Streambank and Shoreline Erosion - Section 14

· For public and non-profit facilities

· $1,000,000 Federal cost limitation

· 65% Federal, 35% non-Federal

Snagging and Clearing for Flood Control - Section 208
· For removing stream obstructions that cause flooding

· $500,000 Federal cost limitation

· 65% Federal, 35% non-Federal 

Storm Damage Shore Protection - Section 103
· For shore protection of multiple public and private properties and facilities or protecting a single public facility against storm driven waves. 

· $3,000,000 Federal cost-limitation

· 65% Federal, 35% non-Federal

Navigation - Section 107

· For small general navigation projects

· $4,000,000 Federal cost-limitation

· From 50% to 80% Federal, the rest is non-Federal

Mitigation of Shore Damages Attributable to Federal Navigation Projects - Section 111
· For mitigation of shore damages directly caused by Federal Navigation Projects

· $5,000,000 Federal cost-limitation

· Cost-sharing is the same as for the navigation project causing the problem.

Environmental Restoration Continuing Authority Projects

Project Modifications for Improvement of the Environment - Section 1135

· For modification of existing Corps project to restore ecosystems

· $5,000,000 Federal cost-limitation

· 75% Federal, 25% non-Federal

Aquatic Ecosystem Restoration - Section 206
· For restoring degraded aquatic ecosystems

· $5,000,000 Federal cost-limitation

· 65% Federal, 35 % non-Federal

Ecosystem Restoration in Connection with Dredging - Section 204
· For using dredged material to produce high value environmental outputs

· No particular cost limitation. Federally funded up to costs for normal dredging/disposal 

· 75% Federal, 25% non-Federal for costs over the base plan

Miscellaneous Authorities

Planning Assistance to the States - Section 22

· Provides Corps expertise to help states in comprehensive water resources related planning.

· Cost shared 50% Federal; 50% non-Federal

· Limited to $500,000 per state per year
Remedial Action Plans – Section 401

· Allows Corps to participate in local planning studies related to Great Lakes Areas of Concern.

· Studies are cost-shared 65% Federal and 35% non-Federal.

· No particular per study limit

· FY 2002 Funding was $1,500,000 for the entire Great Lakes

Sediment Transport Models – Section 516

· Authorizes Corps to develop Sediment Transport Models for Great Lakes Tributaries.

· Funding is 100% Federal.

Support for Others

· Provides Corps support and expertise for all types of planning and engineering

· Done on a reimbursable basis

· No Federal funds provided

General non-Federal Requirements for Corps Projects
· Cost-sharing of feasibility studies (50% non-Federal, may be cash or work-in-kind)

· Must provide all lands, easements, rights-of-way and disposal areas

· Cost share project construction (variable)

· Assume operations and maintenance after the project is constructed 
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
