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Title/Name:  Ohio Environmental Infrastructure Program - Section 594 of the Water Resources Development Act of 1999
Location:  Projects must be located in the State of OH.
Project Description:  Section 594 of the Water Resources Development Act of 1999 authorizes the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers to provide assistance to non-Federal interests in Ohio.  Assistance may be in the form of design and construction support or reimbursement for design and construction of water and wastewater treatment facilities, combined sewer overflows, water supply/storage/treatment, mine drainage, environmental restoration and surface water protection.  The cost share for projects implemented under this authority is 75 percent Federal and 25 percent non-Federal.  The program appropriations vary on a yearly basis and projects are solicited for and funded based on the availability of funds.  Huntington, Buffalo, Pittsburgh, and Louisville Districts are responsible for the implementation of the Section 594 Program.

Appropriation Category:  Construction General

Total Estimated Cost:  Congress authorized up to $240,000,000 for the implementation of this authority; and as of FY2006, $60,000,000 has been appropriated.  
Project Sponsor/Customer:  Only projects that are owned by public entities are eligible for the Section 594 program.  Project sponsors may be local municipalities, water districts, counties, or other public entities that are legally constituted with full authority and capability to perform the terms of a project cooperation agreement.  The Ohio Environmental Protection Agency OEPA and the Ohio Department of Natural Resources are major stakeholders.

Current Status:  .The program was implemented in FY02 with projects in Randolph Township ($49,500), and the Town of West Lafayette ($63,000).  In FY03, the Buffalo District implemented projects in Madison Township ($1,000,000) and the city of Toledo ($1,575,000).  In FY04, the Buffalo District implemented projects in the city of Fremont ($300,000), the city of Chardon ($1,152,000), and the town of Lafayette ($200,000).  In FY05, the Buffalo District implemented five projects in Jenera Village ($500,000), Concord Township ($1,000,000), Toledo 3 ($925,000), Perry Township ($100,000) and Perry Village ($832,000).  In FY06, the Buffalo District will implement 10 additional projects as follows; Benton Ridge ($496,000), Cuyahoga River ($496,000), Fulton County ($298,000), Elyria ($199,000), Summit County ($491,000), Lake County ($501,000), Norwalk ($298,000), Ottawa ($298,000, Parma ($149,000) and Toledo 4 ($249,000).  The overall implementation of the Section 594 program is managed by the Huntington District.  Seven projects will have been completed at the end of FY06.
