Planning Assistance to the States and Indian Tribes

Program Information

· Program provides Corps of Engineers Planning Assistance to the States and Indian Tribes.

· Maximum of $500,000 per state or Indian Tribe per year.

· The program is used to prepare plans to manage water and related land resources.

· Federal appropriations vary from year to year. In FY 2006, $5,727,000 was appropriated for this program.

Cost-Sharing

· Costs are shared 50% Federal and 50% non-Federal.

· Up to 50% of the non-Federal cost may be work-in-kind.

Types of Work That Can Be Done

· Flood control, water supply, wetland evaluations or other water resource planning investigations are valid study types.

· Site-specific structural designs and design specifications are not valid study types.

· Construction cannot be done under the Section 22 authority.

General

· A Study Scope of Work, Cost Estimate and Agreement must be developed before the study can proceed.

· Both non-Federal and Federal Section 22 funds must be secured before the study can proceed.

· The study can be funded on a Federal and non-Federal basis from year to year (Federal fiscal years run from October 1st. to September 30th.).
