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Title/ Name:  Lorain East & West Piers Repair, Ohio

Location: This project is located at Lorain Harbor, Lorain, Ohio, approximately 36 miles from Cleveland. The East and West Piers are two separate structures at the mouth of the Black River.  Each pier supports a light tower owned by the U.S. Coast Guard.

Project Description: The basic pier structure is a stone-filled timber crib built in the late 1800s. The purpose of the repair is to stabilize the piers by driving steel sheet pile wall enclosures. In addition, stone will be placed along the river side of the wall to prevent undermining of the basic structure foundation.

Estimated Cost: $2,200,000 for the East Pier and $3,100,000 for the West Pier
