Title/ Name: Cleveland East Breakwater Continuation Repair (Sta. 84+00 to Sta. 106+29)

Location: Cleveland Harbor, Cleveland, Ohio

Project Description: This project includes repair of 2229 linear feet of the east breakwater. It is part of the 6 miles long breakwater system providing protection to the Cleveland Harbor against Lake Erie waves. It is a continuation of the 1,700 feet of breakwater repair completed in December 2002.  As in the previous repair, the work involves placement of large armor stone at the outer slopes of the existing breakwater. Construction involves marine plant operation.
