FACT SHEET
Title/Name:  Former Harshaw Chemical Company; Formerly Utilized Sites Remedial Action Program (FUSRAP)
Location:  The project area is located at 1000 Harvard Avenue in Cleveland, Ohio, approximately 5 miles south of the downtown area. 

Project Description:  The former Harshaw Chemical Company was contracted by the Manhattan Engineering District (MED) and later the Atomic Energy Commission (AEC) to support the Nation's early atomic energy program.  From 1944-1959, various forms of uranium were processed in Building G-1 (formerly known as Plant C) for isotopic separation and enrichment at Oak Ridge, Tennessee.  In 1960, the site was decontaminated and released for unrestricted use by the AEC.  Based on a request from the state of Ohio and site owners, the Department of Energy determined that this site should be reviewed for possible inclusion in FUSRAP and on June 3, 1999, referred this action to the USACE.  Based on the results of a Preliminary Assessment, Harshaw Chemical was included in FUSRAP in Spring 2001, for further characterization of residuals, from contaminants associated with MED / AEC activities.

Appropriation Category:  Formerly Utilized Sites Remedial Action Program (FUSRAP)

Funding:  Total project cost estimate ranges from $38,970,000 – 51,950,000
The total cost will depend upon the specific cleanup standards established for this site, taking into account input from federal, state, and local regulators, the public, and other stakeholders.  Once a final cleanup plan for the site has been approved in a Record of Decision, it will be possible to provide a more definitive estimate.  
Project Sponsor/Customer: Congress, stakeholders and the general public.  Stakeholders include: Ohio Environmental Protection Agency (OEPA), Ohio Department of Health (ODH), United States Environmental Protection Agency (USEPA), Engelhard Corporation, Chevron-Texaco Corporation, Ohio Canal Corridor, Adjacent Residents and Retired Workers.

Current Status:

The Corps has been working at the site in accordance with the phased process required in the Comprehensive Environmental Response, Compensation and Liability Act (CERCLA).  The Buffalo District has initiated a Remedial Investigation (RI) and completed the first of two characterization phases to define the nature and extent of contamination in August 2003.  Coordination with the regulatory agencies and stakeholders has begun and will continue throughout the process.  Phase 2 of the RI field sampling and testing is scheduled for completion in the Fall 2004.  The Feasibility Study (FS) has been initiated in December 2003 and will be completed in the fall of 2005.  A Record of Decision (ROD), determining the need for further action under FUSRAP, is scheduled for completion in fall of 2007.

Depending on the results of the RI/FS and whether the ROD determines the need for cleanup, a remedial action is estimated for completion in fiscal year 2010, assuming project funding is appropriated in coordination with the project schedule.
