Title/Name:  Dayton Unit I; Potentially the Formerly Utilized Sites Remedial Action Program (FUSRAP).
Location:  1515 Nicholas Road in Dayton, Ohio
Project Description:  The Dayton Unit I site was used to research, develop and produce radioisotope sources under the Manhattan Engineering District (MED).  The buildings have been decontaminated and demolished, and this area is now a grass field.  Based on local concerns and a request from the state of Ohio, the Department of Energy determined that this site should be reviewed for possible inclusion in FUSRAP and on January 13, 2000 referred this action to the Corps.

Appropriation Category:  Potentially the Formerly Utilized Sites Remedial Action Program (FUSRAP)

Total Estimated Cost:  A total project cost estimate will be completed, if the site is included in FUSRAP.

Project Sponsor/Customer: Congress, the stakeholders and the general public. Stakeholders include: Ohio Environmental Protection Agency (OEPA), Ohio Department of Health (ODH), United States Environmental Protection Agency (USEPA), DuPont and the City of Dayton.
