Title/Name:  Runnymede Playhouse (Dayton Unit IV); Potentially the Formerly Utilized Sites Remedial Action Program (FUSRAP).

Location:  At the intersection of Runnymede and Dixon Avenue in the City of Oakwood, Ohio

Project Description:  In 1944, the Manhattan Engineer District (MED) utilized the Runnymede Playhouse site for chemical and metallurgical processing of polonium.  The functions of MED were transferred to the Atomic Energy Commission (AEC) in 1946.  In 1948, all federal activity at Runnymede Playhouse ceased and the site was subsequently decontaminated by AEC in 1950.  All buildings were demolished and removed.  Based on local concerns and a request from the state of Ohio, the Department of Energy determined that this site should be reviewed for possible inclusion in FUSRAP and on February 10, 1999, referred this action to the Corps.

Appropriation Category:  Potentially the Formerly Utilized Sites Remedial Action Program (FUSRAP)

Total Estimated Cost:  A total project cost estimate will be completed, if the site is included in FUSRAP.

Project Sponsor/Customer: Congress, the stakeholders and the general public. Stakeholders include: Ohio Environmental Protection Agency (OEPA), Ohio Department of Health (ODH), United States Environmental Protection Agency (USEPA), residential site owners along Runnymede and Dixon Avenue and the City of Oakwood.

Current Status:  The Corps has been working at the site in accordance with the phased process required in the Comprehensive Environmental Response, Compensation and Liability Act (CERCLA).  The Buffalo District completed a Preliminary Assessment (PA) of the Runnymede Playhouse site in May 2000, and has recently initiated a Site Inspection (SI) to gather additional data necessary to help determine whether or not to include this site in FUSRAP.  The SI report is scheduled for completion in September 2004.
