Title/Name:  Dayton Warehouse; Potentially the Formerly Utilized Sites Remedial Action Program (FUSRAP).
Location:  601 East Third Street, in downtown Dayton, Ohio
Project Description:  The Dayton Warehouse was used for research and development (R&D) activities to support the Manhattan Engineering District (MED) and the U.S. Atomic Energy Commission (AEC).  Work was limited to studies of trace quantities of polonium-210 from analyses of environmental monitoring samples, research on bioassay samples from project personnel, and preliminary biological studies on the effects of polonium on laboratory animals.  The Warehouse is currently vacant, and most of the entrances are boarded up.  Based on local concerns and a request from the state of Ohio, the Department of Energy determined that this site should be reviewed for possible inclusion in FUSRAP and on January 13, 2000 referred this action to the Corps.

Appropriation Category:  Potentially the Formerly Utilized Sites Remedial Action Program (FUSRAP)

Total Estimated Cost:  A total project cost estimate will be completed, if the site is included in FUSRAP.

Project Sponsor/Customer: Congress, the stakeholders and the general public. Stakeholders include: Ohio Environmental Protection Agency (OEPA), Ohio Department of Health (ODH), United States Environmental Protection Agency (USEPA) and the City of Dayton.

Current Status:  The Corps has been working at the site in accordance with the phased process required in the Comprehensive Environmental Response, Compensation and Liability Act (CERCLA). The Buffalo District initiated a combined Preliminary Assessment/Site Inspection (PA/SI) for the Dayton Warehouse site to review records, gather data, and perform investigations in order to determine whether or not there is site contamination warranting inclusion of this site into FUSRAP.  The field investigation is scheduled to occur in March 2004 and a PA/SI report is scheduled for completion in October 2004.
