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FACT SHEET

Title/Name: Sylvan Beach Breakwater, east end of Oneida Lake, NY – Section 103, Storm Damage Reduction and Shore Protection 

Location: Oneida Lake is located in Central New York, between Albany and Syracuse.  Sylvan Beach is located on the east end of Oneida Lake.  The New York State Barge Canal traverses the center of the Oneida Lake, with a channel at Sylvan Beach.

Project Description: The pier at Sylvan Beach was built primarily as a navigation aid for vessels using the Barge Canal and to prevent the movement of sediment.  It has served as wave protection for the shore behind the breakwater.  Since its construction in 1907, the pier has deteriorated to the extent that storm waves regularly overtop the pier, which limits its function as a navigation aid and causes the storm waves to pound the shoreline across from the pier.

Appropriation Category:  Construction General (Continuing Authorities Program)

Total Estimated Cost:  The estimated cost of construction is approximately $9 million based on the selected alternative.
