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FACT SHEET

Title/Name:  Cazenovia Creek, West Seneca, NY - Section 205 Flood Damage Reduction Project

Location:  The project site is located along Cazenovia Creek in the town of West Seneca, approximately 2,500 feet upstream of the Mill Road Bridge.

Project Description:  Ice jams are a frequent occurrence along Cazenovia Creek.  To address ice jam flooding, the Corps’ Cold Regions Research and Engineering Lab (CRREL) in Hanover, NH has developed a low cost alternative to reduce flooding.  As part of the plans and specifications phase, CRREL conducted a model test of this low-cost alternative to determine its effectiveness.  The results from this model study have been used to develop the plans and specifications for this project.  

The project consists of a series of nine steel encased, concrete piers across the creek.  The piers will be 10-feet high, 5-feet in diameter, and spaced 12-feet apart.  A 400-foot long riprap berm will be constructed along the right bank to prevent overbank flow from entering the channel in the vicinity of the structure and eroding the land around the piers.

Appropriations Category:  Construction General (Continuing Authorities Program)

Total Estimated Cost:  Total project cost is estimated to be $3,144,000, with the Federal share of $2,250,500, and $893,500 in non-Federal costs.

Project Sponsor/Customer:  New York State Department of Environmental Conservation is the local sponsor with a significant contribution by the town of West Seneca.
