Title/Name: Buffalo State College Great Lakes Field Station; Great Lakes EcoLab Wetlands Creation Project (Buffalo State College Wetlands) – Section 206 of the 1996 Water Resources Development Act of 1986, as amended. CWIS: 179342

Location:  The Buffalo State Great Lakes Field Station is located at the foot of Porter Avenue at the entry to the Black Rock Canal in the city of Buffalo, Erie County, NY.

Project Description: The Great Lakes Center at Buffalo State College proposes to develop a multi-faceted display, demonstration, and teaching facility focused on the natural aquatic environment of Western New York.  Part of the overall project is creation of a 0.50( acre wetland. The wetland will be an isolated, depressional, seasonally flooded permanently ponded, emergent/submergent/aquatic system.  The Great Lakes Ecolab wetland will be a unique scientific and cultural resource designed to heighten awareness and encourage the study of the behavior of live organisms in their natural habitat.  This is to be designed with access points, viewing and sampling platforms and instruction stations where students and the public can observe an aquatic ecosystem.
