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FACT SHEET

Title/Name:  Lake Erie at Painesville, Lake County, OH – Section 103 of the 1962 River and Harbor Act, as amended

Location:  Painesville is located on the south shore of Lake Erie, in Lake County, OH.  The site is approximately two miles east of Fairport Harbor, and 25 miles west of Ashtabula, OH.

Project Description: This is a study of erosion along Lake Erie, which threatens the Lake County Raw Water Pump Station located in Painesville, Ohio.  Design alternatives included two solutions: a 1,200-foot long stone revetment extending west and east from an old intake structure and a 600-foot long stone revetment extending east from the old intake structure.  The recommended plan is the 600-foot revetment.

Appropriation Category:  Construction General (Continuing Authorities Program)

Total Estimated Cost:  Project development costs are estimated at $1,900,500, with Federal costs at $1,235,325 (65%) and non-Federal costs of $665,175 (35%).

Project Sponsor/Customer:  Lake County, Ohio is the non-Federal sponsor.
