Title/Name:  Port of Rochester, Rochester, NY – Section 107

Location:  The Port of Rochester is located in Rochester, NY at the mouth of the Genesee River as it enters Lake Ontario.  
Project Description:  The city of Rochester has initiated a massive redevelopment of the Port area at the mouth of the Genesee River, which involves a number of Federal and state agencies.  They would like to add ferry vessels to transit Lake Ontario to Toronto, Ontario.  The port area needs improvements to accommodate the vessels.  The city wishes to construct a berthing area to moor the ferry vessels.  There is also an abandoned swing bridge in the middle of the navigation channel that is an impediment to navigation.  The last item, which is a Federal responsibility, is to move the channel lines thirty-eight feet east, maintaining the authorized dimensions.

Total Estimated Cost:  $0, moving channel lines is an administrative effort.
