Title/Name:  Onondaga Lake Partnership Rural Non-Point Source Erosion Best Management Practices Phase 2 Project (FY 02), authorized by the Water Resources Development Act of 1999. CWIS: 075512

Location:  The project area is located in the Onondaga Creek watershed of the Tully Valley, Onondaga County, NY, south of Syracuse, NY.

Project Description: The purpose of this project is to reduce loading of silts and clays to Onondaga Lake due to erosion of streambanks in the Onondaga Creek watershed. Eight project sites have been selected for remedial design and construction along Onondaga Creek and its tributaries, using innovative streambank stabilization techniques (such as the Rosgen Method) to provide efficient design and construction. This project is an extension of the Phase 1 (FY 01) project. 

Appropriation Category:  Construction General (Continuing Authorities Program)

Total Estimated Cost:  Total project cost is estimated to be $ 495,000, with the Federal costs anticipated to be $ 332,500 (70%) and the non-Federal share of $ 142,500 (30%).

Project Sponsor/Customer: Onondaga County, New York is the non-federal sponsor for this project. The Onondaga County Soil and Water Conservation District is the customer.
