Title/Name:  Painesville Site, Formerly Utilized Sites Remedial Action Program (FUSRAP), Painesville, OH
Location:  720 Fairport-Nursery Road, Painesville Township, in Lake County, OH.

Project Description: The Painesville site was designated into the Formerly Utilized Sites Remedial Action Program (FUSRAP) by the Department of Energy in 1992. Soils at the Painesville site are contaminated with radium, thorium, and uranium as a result of activities associated with the Nation's early atomic energy program. Between 1951 and 1953, the Diamond Magnesium Company, which operated a magnesium production facility on the site, received approximately 1,650 tons of radiologically contaminated scrap steel from the Lake Ontario Storage Area, to be used in their production process. 
Appropriation Category:  Formerly Utilized Sites Remedial Action Program (FUSRAP)

Total Estimated Cost:  Total project cost estimate ranges from $19,000,000 - $22,800,000. The total cost will depend upon the specific cleanup standards established for this site, taking into account input from federal, state, and local regulators, the public, and other stakeholders.  Once a final cleanup plan for the site has been approved in a Record of Decision, it will be possible to provide a more definitive estimate.  
Project Sponsor/Customer: Congress, stakeholders, and the general public. The stakeholders include the State regulators (Ohio EPA and Ohio Department of Health), the site property owner (Crompton Manufacturing Company), and adjacent property owner (Twin Rivers Technologies).

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Current Status: The Corps of Engineers has been working at the site in accordance with the phased process required in the Comprehensive Environmental Response, Compensation and Liability Act (CERCLA). The Buffalo District completed the Remedial Investigation/Feasibility Study (RI/FS) of the site in May 2003. The RI/FS defined the nature and extent of contamination at the site, and developed and evaluated alternatives for addressing the contamination. The Buffalo District is currently preparing the Proposed Plan for Remediation of the site, which is scheduled for completion in Fall 2004. Remedial action is scheduled for fiscal year 2006.

Issues: Ohio EPA, Ohio Department of Health, Crompton, and the Corps are currently discussing the appropriate cleanup level for the site (industrial or residential). The Corps is currently proposing cleanup to an industrial level, based on an evaluation of the current and reasonable future site use.
