Title/Name:  Former Guterl Specialty Steel Corporation, Formerly Utilized Sites Remedial Action Program (FUSRAP), Lockport, NY
Location:  The city of Lockport, in Niagara County, NY

Project Description:  The former Guterl Specialty Steel site, a.k.a. Simonds Saw and Steel Corporation, is comprised of approximately 70 acres in the city of Lockport, New York.  The site was used to perform rolling mill operations on about 35-million pounds of uranium metals and 40-thousand pounds of thorium metals between 1948 and 1955 under contracts issued by the U.S. Atomic Energy Commission. 

The buildings used to support the process encompass approximately 9 acres, are abandoned, and are under the control of the U.S. Bankruptcy Court.   Allegany Ludlum Corporation owns and operates an active steel plant that surrounds the buildings.

Total Estimated Cost:  Total project cost is estimated at $23,503,000

Project Sponsor/Customer: Congress, stakeholders, and the general public. Current Status:  The Corps has been working at the site in accordance with the phased process required in the Comprehensive Environmental Response, Compensation and Liability Act (CERCLA).  A Preliminary Assessment and Site Inspection (PA/SI) report was completed in May 2001.  The PA/SI recommended that the site be included in the FUSRAP Program, based on evidence of residual contamination and potential government liability.  An investigation of site ownership and operational history is currently being initiated.
