Title/Name:  Luckey Site, Formerly Utilized Sites Remedial Action Program (FUSRAP), Luckey, OH
Location:  21200 Luckey Road, northwest of the Village of Luckey, in Wood County, OH.
Project Description: The Luckey Site is a privately owned 40-acre site.  The site is contaminated with radiological and chemical waste.  The primary radiological contaminants at the site include radium, uranium, and thorium.  The primary chemical contaminants at the site are beryllium and lead.  In 1949, the Atomic Energy Commission constructed a beryllium production facility at the site.  The waste solutions and sludge from the beryllium production operations were stored on the plant property in lagoons.  Waste solutions were also discharged into Toussaint Creek.  In 1958, beryllium production operations ceased. In 1951 and 1952, the site operator procured 1,000 tons of radiologically contaminated scrap steel from the Lake Ontario Storage Area for potential use in a magnesium production process. The Corps of Engineers believes that the scrap steel shipped to the site is the source of the radiological contamination.

Appropriation Category:  Formerly Utilized Sites Remedial Action Program (FUSRAP)

Total Estimated Cost:  Total project cost estimate ranges from $136,110,000 - $181,490,000. The total cost will depend upon the specific cleanup standards established for this site, taking into account input from federal, state, and local regulators; the general public; and other stakeholders.  Once a final cleanup plan for the site has been approved in a Record of Decision, it will be possible to provide a more definitive estimate.  

Project Sponsor/Customer: Congress, stakeholders, and the general public. The stakeholders include the State regulators (Ohio EPA and Ohio Department of Health) and the site property owners and operators (Uretech, Goodyear Tire & Rubber, and Hayes-Lemmerz).

Current Status: The Corps has been working at the site in accordance with the phased process required in the Comprehensive Environmental Response, Compensation and Liability Act (CERCLA).  The Corps finalized the Feasibility Study for the site in May 2003. In June 2003, the Corps released the Proposed Plan for the site and held a public meeting to obtain public comment. The public comment period ended on September 9, 2003. The proposed cleanup includes excavation and offsite disposal of contaminated soil, and monitored natural attenuation of groundwater. The Record of Decision (ROD) is scheduled for completion in Summer 2004.

Issues: Although the ROD is scheduled for completion in fiscal year 2004, any subsequent Remedial Action (RA) cannot be scheduled earlier than FY2007, due to funding constraints and a focus on completing continuing remedial action work at other sites in the FUSRAP program.
