FACT SHEET
Title/Name:  Town of Tonawanda Landfill Vicinity Property, Formerly Utilized Sites Remedial Action Program (FUSRAP), Town of Tonawanda, NY
Location:  East Park Drive, Town of Tonawanda, in Erie County, NY.

Project Description: The Tonawanda Landfill was designated into the Formerly Utilized Sites Remedial Action Program (FUSRAP) as a Vicinity Property to the Linde Site by the Department of Energy in 1992. Small areas of soil at the Tonawanda Landfill exhibit elevated levels of radium, thorium, and uranium. However, no evidence has been found indicating where this material came from or how it was placed in the landfill.

Appropriation Category:  Formerly Utilized Sites Remedial Action Program (FUSRAP)

Total Estimated Cost:  Project costs for the investigations are included in the Linde FUSRAP Site budget. 
Project Sponsor/Customer: Congress, stakeholders, and the general public. The stakeholders include the State regulator (New York State Department of Environmental Conservation) and the site property owner (the Town of Tonawanda). Community interest groups include: the Coalition Against Nuclear Materials in Tonawanda (CANiT) (a group of elected officials that are interested in site cleanup); the group For A Clean Tonawanda Site (FACTS); and the Toxic in Tonawanda community action group.

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Current Status: The Corps has been working at the site in accordance with the phased process required in the Comprehensive Environmental Response, Compensation and Liability Act (CERCLA).  The Buffalo District is currently conducting a Remedial Investigation (RI) of the site, which is scheduled for completion in Summer 2004. The RI Report will define the nature and extent of contamination at the site. Preliminary results indicate no remedial action is necessary, because risks to current and potential future site users are within CERCLA guidelines. A public information meeting will be held after the report is issued to share the conclusions of the RI. Also, because the Federal Government is not a potentially responsible party, as defined by CERCLA, for any contamination on the site, no further FUSRAP activities are currently scheduled after completion of the Remedial Investigation.
