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FACT SHEET
Title/Name:  Ashland 1, Seaway D, and Rattlesnake Creek Sites;  Formerly Utilized Sites Remedial Action Program (FUSRAP)

Location:  The project area is located on a privately owned 10.8-acre plot in the Town of Tonawanda, Erie County, NY, north of Buffalo and just south of the Niagara River. 
Project Description:  The areas are contaminated with low-level radiological material, including thorium, radium, and uranium.  The material that was disposed of at the site originated at the Linde FUSRAP site where uranium ore was processed.  The Record of Decision (ROD) was signed in April 1998 and includes excavation and off-site disposal of radiological material that exceeds site-specific regulatory guidelines.  The Corps began remediation activities for the Ashland 1 site in June 1999 and completed the backfill in May 2003.  The Seaway Area D and Rattlesnake Creek areas are included with the Ashland 1 project’s ROD.  Rattlesnake Creek is the only area of the site that remains to be remediated.

Total Estimated Cost:  Total project cost is estimated at $106,194,000.
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Project Sponsor/Customer:  Congress, the stakeholders and the public. Stakeholders include state and Federal regulatory agencies (NY Department of Environmental Conservation and NY Department of Health) and U.S. EPA and DOE; and the site owners, Ashland 1 (Ashland Oil Corp.), Seaway D (owned by Sands Mobile Park; operated by BFI), and Rattlesnake Creek (nine private property owners). The public includes those area residents adjacent to the site, those in the surrounding communities and local community interest groups, specifically the Coalition Against Nuclear Materials in Tonawanda (CANIT), For A Clean Tonawanda Site (FACTS) and Toxic in Tonawanda.

Current Status:  The Corps has been working at the Ashland 1, Seaway D, and Rattlesnake Creek site in accordance with the phased process required in the Comprehensive Environmental Response, Compensation and Liability Act (CERCLA).  The remedial action (excavation) at the Ashland 1 and Seaway D are complete. About 173,000 tons of material was shipped for disposal, with the last shipment in May 2003.  The contractor has completed the Final Status Survey Plan (FSSP) and backfilling for final site restoration has been completed.  The Corps is in the process of finalizing the Completion Report for the Ashland 1 and Seaway D area (scheduled for completion by June 2004).  The Corps and its Contractor have worked on-site for a total of 2006 days without a lost time accident.  Plans for remediation at Rattlesnake Creek are being prepared and initiation of remediation is scheduled for FY-05.
