Title/Name:  Tonawanda Creek at Tonawanda Creek Road North and Minnick Road, Lockport, NY – Section 14 of the 1946 Flood Control Act, as amended  

Location:  The project is located along Tonawanda Creek Road North just east of Minnick Road in the town of Lockport, Niagara County, NY.

Project Description:  This project is a study of streambank erosion that threatens Tonawanda Creek Road in the town of Lockport, New York.  A steel sheetpile retaining wall with riprap protection at the base is being considered to protect approximately 250 feet of unstable bank at this location.

Appropriation Category:  Construction General (Continuing Authorities Program)

Total Estimated Cost:  Total cost for the project including planning, design, and construction is estimated at $600,550.  Cost sharing for Section 14 project is 65 percent Federal and 35 percent non-Federal.

Project Sponsor/Customer:  Niagara County Department of Public Works is the non-Federal sponsor.
