Title/Name:  Six Mile Creek, City of Ithaca, Tompkins County, New York  – Section 14 of the 1946 Flood Control Act, as Amended.

Project Description:  Siltation resulting from streambank erosion along the Six-Mile Creek Watershed in Ithaca, New York is threatening the capacity of the city’s water supply reservoir.  Downstream of the reservoir, erosion is threatening a water supply line.  The City of Ithaca has requested a streambank erosion control study under the Section 14 Streambank and Shoreline Erosion Control authority.

Current Status:  The Buffalo District has contracted with URS Consultants Incorporated to conduct an initial evaluation of the erosion problems along Six Mile Creek.  URS had completed a draft Initial Evaluation Report which is currently under review by the Buffalo District.

Issues:  New project starts are ranked based on the critical nature of the work, mission priority areas, project feasibility, financial capabilities of the non-federal sponsor, and congressional interest.  These criteria are weighted against available funding and personnel resources of the Buffalo District.  Initiation of the project start is predicated upon these criteria.
