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FACT SHEET

Title/Name:  Great Gully Creek, town of Springport, Cayuga County, NY – Section 205 of the 1948 Flood Control Act, as amended  

Project Description:  Floods, due to ice jamming along Great Gully Creek cause damage to about ten residences adjacent to the creek nearly every year.  The Homeowners Association (Firelane 8) is seeking assistance with flood damage reduction from the town of Springport, which has in turn requested that the Corps of Engineers conduct a Section 205 Flood Damage Reduction Study.  Local interests believe that dredging out the mouth of the creek on Cayuga Lake would significantly reduce the incidence of ice jam floods.  The first step in the investigation would be to conduct an Initial Evaluation to determine if sufficient flood damages exist to justify construction of a Federal flood control project.

Current Status:  An Initial Evaluation will begin in February 2004.  The initial $100,000 is funded by the Federal government and all Feasibility study costs over $100,000 are cost-shared on a 50% Federal and 50% non-Federal basis.
Issues:  The probability of developing a “small” flood control project with sufficient flood damage reduction benefits to justify the costs is not likely considering the relatively few (10) residences affected by flooding.
