Title/Name: Union Ship Canal, Buffalo, NY – Planning Assistance to States - Section 22 of the Water Resources Development Act of 1974, as amended
Location:  The Union Ship Canal is located on the Buffalo waterfront at the southern end of the city boundary. This area once housed two steel production companies.  The total area encompassing the Union Ship Canal and associated lands is 113 acres. 

Project Description: Under the Planning Assistance to States authority, the Buffalo District negotiated an agreement to provide topographic surveys and conceptual ideas to create public access plans for the 22-acres that immediately surround the Union Ship Canal.
