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FACT SHEET
Title/Name: Oneida Lake, Brewerton, NY

Project Description: The Preliminary Restoration Plan entails removing water chestnuts in the Brewerton, NY area. This invasive species chokes the water bodies it invades, out-compete native plants, and reduces oxygen levels which can increase the potential for fish kills.  This growth can make navigation, fishing, and other activities impossible.  Approximately ten acres of water chestnuts covers this area. A combination of mechanical harvesting and hand pulling techniques are required to eradicate the water chestnut.  Implementation costs are in the approximately in the $300,000 range.

Current Status:

PRP:  The restoration plan is nearing completion and the cost estimate is being revised to incorporate better estimated unit costs for removal techniques.

Feasibility: Assuming a feasible plan is developed and a non-Federal sponsor is identified, initial funding for the feasibility study will be pursued through normal procedures. 

Issues:  Real Estate may be a potential concern.
