Title/Name:  Lorain Harbor, Ohio – Section 111 

Location: The proposed project site is located on the southwestern shore of Lake Erie in the city of Lorain, Ohio approximately 1 mile east of Lake View Park.

Project Description: The Federal navigation structures at Lorain Harbor have inhibited the natural littoral process in the near-shore area. This has resulted in an accretion of sand on the west side of Lorain Harbor causing a 48-inch storm water drainage outfall, operated by the city of Lorain, to become blocked with sand. As part of the Feasibility Study, the following alternatives have been developed: the no-action plan, relocating the sewerline along 2nd Avenue, sewerline extension and sewerline extension incorporating sand by-passing.  To date, the relocation alternative has been dropped from further consideration based on the costs associated with implementing this alternative.

Appropriation Category:  Construction General (Continuing Authorities Program)

Total Estimated Cost:  Implementation costs are estimated to be $750,000.

Project Sponsor/Customer: The city of Lorain is the non-Federal sponsor for this study.

Current Status:  Alternatives were developed and provided to the non-Federal sponsor in 2002.  The non-Federal sponsor has reviewed the alternatives and is assessing their ability to cost share the remaining portion of the Feasibility Study. The study will resume if the city determines they have the financial capability to cost share the remainder of the Feasibility Study 50/50.

Issues:  Cost sharing for the completion of the Feasibility Study is required and the sponsor is assessing their ability to cost-share the remainder of the Feasibility Study.
