Title/Name:  Cleveland Harbor, OH

Location:  The Cleveland Harbor is located in Cuyahoga County, Ohio on the southern shore of Lake Erie, and 191 miles southwest of Buffalo, NY, and 110 miles east of Toledo, OH.

Project Description:
· The Cleveland Harbor is a deep-draft commercial harbor.  Construction of the harbor (with subsequent modifications) was authorized by various legislative acts between 1875 and 1988.  The harbor measures about 1,300 acres, 5 miles long, and varies in width between 1,600 to 2,400 feet.  The harbor is protected by a breakwater system including: an east breakwater (20,970 feet long), a west breakwater (6,048 feet long), and the east and west arrowhead breakwaters (each measuring 1,250 feet). Authorized Federal channel depths range between 28 feet in the harbor and 23 feet in the river.

· Based on Year 2002 data for tonnage of material shipped from or received at the port, the Cleveland Harbor is ranked 48th in the Nation.  The harbor handles approximately 11,950,000 tons of materials annually.  Approximately 20% of the harbor traffic involves foreign trade or transportation.  Historically, the dominant harbor commodities are iron ore and limestone that are used by the steel industry.

Active USACE Harbor Activities:

· Dredging Program:  The USACE contracts dredging at the harbor twice annually.  The program routinely removes 350,000 cubic yards of sediment per year.  The dredged material is disposed in confined disposal facilities (CDF).  Dredging of 180,000 cubic yards is scheduled for FY04.

· Project Condition Surveys:  USACE survey boats routinely document water depths and shoaling within the Federal channel.  The harbor survey documentation is made available for use by local industries and the general public.  Project condition surveys are scheduled for FY04.

· Breakwater Maintenance:  The USACE maintains the breakwater system through both contract and in-house labor.  Contractors are generally used to construct rubble-mound breakwaters.  The more labor-intensive laid-up breakwater walls are rebuilt by with USACE vessels and labor. Breakwater maintenance is scheduled for FY04.

· Confined Disposal Facility Management:  The USACE constructs, operates and maintains CDFs that are used to store contaminated dredge sediments.  The most recently constructed facility provided a storage capacity of 3,840,000 cubic yards of sediment at a cost of $21,000,000.  These facilities are normally turned over to local sponsors for redevelopment after they are filled to capacity.  CDFs at Cleveland Harbor include: Dikes #12 and #14, which have been turned over to the Cleveland Port Authority, and Dike 10-B that is currently being used for sediment disposal.  CDF management is scheduled for FY04.
