Title/Name:  Tonawanda Creek at Riddle Road, Royalton, NY – Section 14 of the Flood Control Act of 1946, as amended.  

Location:  The project is located along Tonawanda Creek at the intersection of Riddle Road and Tonawanda Creek Road North, town of Royalton, Niagara County.  

Project Description:  The erosion problem is approximately 1100 feet in length, where the embankment is sinking and sloughing into Tonawanda Creek.  Periodic high creek flows from heavy rainstorms have weakened the soils on the embankment.  Erosion of the embankment is further compounded by strong currents and ice floes.  Historical records indicate an erosion rate of approximately 2 feet per year at this location.  Continued erosion will affect use of the intersection and roads.
