Title/Name:  Syracuse Lakefront, Onondaga Lake, NY – Section 206 of the Water Resources Development Act of 1996  
Location:  The project area is located on Onondaga Creek within the city of Syracuse, Onondaga County, NY.  The project’s area of consideration includes approximately six miles of Onondaga Creek between the Onondaga Nation Territory (town of Nedrow) and Onondaga Lake, including the Syracuse Inner Harbor and Onondaga Lake Inlet/NYS Barge Canal.
Project Description:  The objective of the project is to facilitate restoration of the aquatic habitat within and surrounding Onondaga Creek throughout the project area.  This will be achieved primarily though the improvement of water quality in the project area, which will stimulate habitat restoration.  Since this project is in its initial stages, no defined project plan has been developed to date.
Appropriation Category:  Construction General (Continuing Authorities Program)
Total Estimated Cost:  To be determined.  Cost sharing will be pursued on a 65% Federal and 35% non-Federal basis. 
Project Sponsor/Customer:  The city of Syracuse and Lakefront Development Corporation.

Current Status:  The Preliminary Restoration Plan has been initiated and is scheduled for completion in March of 2005.  If funds are available and the project is approved, the project will proceed to the Feasibility Phase if total Federal project costs exceed $1 million or directly to Planning and Design Analysis if total Federal project costs are less than $1 million. 
Issues:  There are no new project starts in the Continuing Authorities Program Section 206, Aquatic Ecosystem Restoration, or Section 1135, Project Modifications for the Improvement of the Environment, because total requested Initial Work Allowances exceed the authorized annual program limits nationally.  In addition, many studies were halted or had funding cut.  Specifically, the annual program limit for each category is $25 million.  Initial work allowances requested by the Districts were $51 million and $33 million in Section 206 and Section 1135 programs respectively.
