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FACT SHEET
Title/Name:  Rochester Embayment Area of Concern (AOC), NY, Agreement 1 – Section 401 of the Water Resources Development Act of 1990, as amended (Great Lakes Remedial Action Plans [RAP]). 

Location:  The Rochester Embayment AOC encompasses an area of Lake Ontario formed by an indentation of the Monroe County shoreline.  The drainage area of the embayment is more than 3,000 square miles and includes the entire Genesee River basin.

Project Description:  The erosion and sedimentation history of the Genesee River downstream from Mount Morris Dam has raised concerns regarding non-point source pollution, rapid meander migration through prime farmland, and dredging activities in the navigation channel.  This Rochester Embayment RAP study is a cooperative effort by the Corps of Engineers, the New York State Department of Environmental Conservation, and the Research Foundation of the State University of New York.  The first part of the study is the non-Federal sponsors investigation of the long-term and recent sediment budget studies, and current baseline conditions for the Genesee River from Mount Morris to Rochester.  In the second part of the study the Corps is responsible for analyzing the sediment samples collected by the non-Federal sponsor using radiocarbon age determinations.  The sample age determinations will then be used to calculate historic channel erosion rates and floodplain sedimentation for the Lower Genesee River.

Total Estimated Cost:  The overall cost of the study is $64,120.
