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FACT SHEET
Title/Name:  Jamesville Reservoir, Jamesville, NY – Section 206 of the Water Resources Development Act of 1996.

Location:  The project is located in the townships of Jamesville and LaFayette, Onondaga County, NY.  

Project Description:  Since its construction in 1874, the 252-acre reservoir has served as a source of water for the New York State Canal System.  The southern end of the reservoir has silted in primarily due to the input of sediments from Butternut Creek. The proposed study will evaluate ecosystem restoration alternatives and environmental benefits which will restore the reservoir and minimize sediment from Butternut Creek.  

Appropriation Category:  Construction General (Continuing Authorities Program)

Total Estimated Cost:  The total estimated implementation costs were estimated to be $5,900,000 with the Federal share being approximately $3,875,5000 (65%) and the non-Federal share being $2,090,000 (35%).  

Project Sponsor/Customer:  The project has the support of the Onondaga County Legislature and the county residents who use the reservoir.  While support has been demonstrated, a non-Federal sponsor has not been identified. This will be addressed in the Preliminary Restoration Plan (PRP).

Current Status:
a. PRP - The PRP was initiated in May 2003 and a site visit was conducted on July 9, 2003. The PRP is currently being circulated for agency review. The PRP was distributed for stakeholder review in October 2003.  

b. Feasibility – The study will proceed to the feasibility phase if a justified project is recommended and a non-Federal sponsor is identified. 

Issues:  To date, a non-Federal sponsor has not been identified and the PRP has not been submitted for Division review and approval.   A meeting will be held in the spring 2004 to discuss the PRP and the non-Federal sponsor issue.
