Title/Name:  Grant Agreement for Development and Implementation of Urban Non-Point Source Pollution Best Management Practices (BMPs).  CWIS: 075512

Location:  The project area is located in the Onondaga Lake watershed, Onondaga County, New York.

Project Description:  Grant agreement with Onondaga County to identify sources of urban non-point source pollution and develop and implement best management practices to minimize the volume of runoff or concentrations of contaminants in runoff to tributaries of Onondaga Lake.  The project consists of the following key components:

· Public Education - Educating and involving the public in reducing the pollutant load to storm and combined sewers.

· Street Sweeping - Improving the level of street cleaning to reduce the amount of debris and sediments entering storm drains by optimizing the current method of street cleaning through the purchase of a new street sweeping equipment unit.

· Catch Basin Inspection/Repair - Upgrading, cleaning, and/or repairing critical storm water catch basins to achieve maximum water quality benefits.

Appropriation Category:  Construction General.

Total Estimated Cost:  Total project cost is estimated to be $500,000, with the Federal costs anticipated to be $350,000 (70%) and the non-Federal share of $150,000 (30%).

Project Sponsor/Customer:  Onondaga County, New York is the non-Federal sponsor for this project.  The customer is Onondaga County, specifically the Onondaga County Department of Water Environment Protection.

Current Status:  Project status is as follows:

· Public Education - Approximately 17,000 leaf bags were distributed for residents to collect fallen leaves and keep them from entering storm drains.  A “spring cleaning” brochure, informing residents about what they can do to keep Onondaga Lake clean was developed and distributed to area residents.  A children’s activity book and teacher’s guide were developed and distributed to local educators.  The Lake Improvement Project public website was enhanced to include public education information on urban BMPs.  A public service announcement featuring County Executive Pirro and Mayor Driscoll was developed and aired.

· Street Sweeping -  A new Litter Vac Truck has been purchased and is in service picking up litter on highway ramps, sidewalk areas under highway overpasses, and areas where conventional street sweepers cannot access.

· Catch Basin Inspection/Repair – Construction is underway on the catch basin rehabilitation activities and is anticipated to be complete by Fall 2003.
