Title/Name:  OLP Public Website Data Development Project.  CWIS: 075512

Location:  The project area is located in the Onondaga Lake watershed, Onondaga County, New York.

Project Description:  This project entails the Buffalo District, USACE entering into a Design Agreement with Onondaga County to develop and expand upon the content currently existing on the OLP public website framework, and to operate and maintain the revised OLP website.  

Appropriation Category:  Construction General.

Total Estimated Cost:  Total project cost is estimated to be $144,870, with the Federal costs anticipated to be $103,209 and the non-Federal share of $41,661.  Of the total project cost, $6,000 is allocated to the Federal Design Coordination Team (DCT) participation, which is 100% Federally funded.  The remaining project costs are shared 70% Federal, 30% non-Federal.

Project Sponsor/Customer:  Onondaga County, New York is the non-Federal sponsor for this project and is also the primary customer.

Current Status:  Through a Military Interdepartmental Purchase Request (MIPR), an agreement was entered into with Argonne National Laboratory (ANL) for the website development and maintenance services.  ANL developed a design document and site architecture diagram to chronicle the intent of the website design and to map out plans for the site.  ANL assumed hosting and maintenance of the website in October 2002 and drafted up proposed revisions to the website appearance and structure in November 2002.  Restructuring of the OLP website was completed in February 2003, and following review and approval by the Partnership, public launching of the revised OLP website occurred in March 2003.  A Design Agreement amendment to facilitate continued operation and maintenance of the OLP website was executed in February 2004.  ANL is currently performing routine website maintenance and update activities (to extend through September 2005).
