Location:  The project area is located in the Onondaga Lake watershed, Onondaga County, New York.

Project Description:  Grant agreement with Onondaga County to facilitate continuing efforts of the Onondaga Lake Improvement Project Office (LIPO) regarding the organization of additional materials about urban BMPs as follows:

· Dissemination of information in an efficient manner to students in middle and high schools based upon the approach developed in the current year’s educational work.  Delivery will be through urban BMP website resources developed by LIPO and direct work with School District curriculum specialists.

· Expansion of public outreach to the urban community by creating an identifiable information campaign targeted to reach everyone in the combined sewer area.  Delivery will be through the LIPO website and mass media.  

Appropriation Category:  Construction General.

Total Estimated Cost:  Total project cost is estimated to be $175,000, with the Federal costs anticipated to be $122,500 (70%) and the non-Federal share of $52,500 (30%).

Project Sponsor/Customer:  Onondaga County, New York is the non-Federal sponsor for this project.  The customer is Onondaga County, specifically the Onondaga County Department of Water Environment Protection.
