Title/Name: NYS Barge Canal, NY 

Location:  The New York State Canal System is 524 miles in length, and includes the Erie, Oswego, Champlain, and Cayuga/Seneca Canals.  The system consists of 56 locks. There are 34 locks on the Erie Canal, 11 on the Champlain, seven on the Oswego, and four on the Cayuga/Seneca.  All the locks are 300 feet long, and 43.5 feet wide.

Project Description:  Congress has authorized the Secretary of the Army, under Section 1105 of WRDA of 1986, to reimburse the State of NY for 50% of operating costs, and maintaining and rehabilitating the Barge Canal.  Also, Section 553 of WRDA of 1996 has broadened the possibility of the Corps of Engineers participation in the Barge Canal.  All reimbursements to date have been done under Section 1105.  Current project calls for 50% reimbursement of expenditures at the lock in Lyons.
