Title/Name:  Ohio Shallow Draft Harbors

Location:  Shallow draft harbors within the State of Ohio consist of: Cooley Canal, Kelly’s Island, Port Clinton, Put-In-Bay, Rocky River, Vermilion, and West Harbor. 

Project Description:  Shallow draft harbors are harbors utilized for recreational purposes, with no defined commercial traffic.  These projects generally consist of a shallow channel (4 to 14 feet deep), and relatively small system of breakwaters and/or piers.  Construction of these harbors (with subsequent modifications) was authorized by legislation enacted between 1826 and 1988.

Current Status:
In accordance with the current administration policy, funding for recreational/shallow-draft harbors has a low priority in the budgetary process.  As such, these harbors are seldom funded in the President’s final budget. 

Operations and maintenance activities scheduled and funded for FY04 include project condition surveys at most harbors (to record and publish channel depths), an environmental assessment in Cooley Canal, and dredging in Rocky River (20,000 cubic yards), Vermillion (20,000 cubic yards), Cooley Canal (10,000 cubic yards), and West Harbor (40,000 cubic yards).
