Title/Name:  Gulley Brook, Willoughby, Ohio 

Location:  The study area is located along Gulley Brook in the Town of Willoughby, Ohio, an eastern suburb of Cleveland. 

Project Description:  Gulley Brook is overburdened from poor stormwater drainage within its watershed.  It receives waters from ten feeder streams, draining 2,500 acres from three communities.  Development has significantly reduced the ability of the land around the river to absorb, filter, and disperse these waters.  Specifically, insufficient detention and drainage basins, improperly planned culvert outfalls, as well as poorly regulated construction activities all contribute to the stream's degradation. The 5.5 sq.mile watershed is primarily urban/suburban.

Appropriation Category:  General Investigations (Study resolution adopted by the House Committee on Transportation and Infrastructure on February 16, 2000).

Total Estimated Cost:  Fiscal Year 2003 Appropriations provided $100,000 ($69,000 after savings & slippage) to initiate and complete the Reconnaissance Phase.  

Project Sponsor/Customer:  None.

Congressional Interests:  Representative Steven LaTourette R-OH-14

Current Status:
a. Feasibility:  A Section 905(b) Reconnaissance Investigation was conducted to determine if there is a Federal interest in a project on Gulley Brook.  The District Commander signed the report on  1 June 2004 and the study found no Federal interest in continuing into the feasibility phase. All available funds have been executed.

b. Design:  N/A.

c. Construction:  N/A.

Issues:  After meeting with stakeholders on 27 August 2003, it was determined that there is no longer a flood protection issue. The Chagrin River Watershed Partners consolidated stakeholders’ input and provided information to the study for possible ecosystem restoration and protection alternatives. There is no non-Federal partner. Coordination has occurred with stakeholders and with Terry McNaughton of Congressman LaTourette’s office to apprise them of report results.
