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FACT SHEET
Title/Name:  Woodtick Peninsula, Monroe County, MI

Location:  Woodtick Peninsula is located along the western shore of Lake Erie, in Michigan near the Ohio border.  It is a narrow band of land running parallel to the Michigan shoreline in a north south alignment.

Project Description:  Woodtick Peninsula has been experiencing high erosion rates.  If measures are not taken to protect the Peninsula, the Peninsula and 1,400 acres of upland, wetland, and shallow water habitat will be threatened.  Numerous ideas have been conceived to protect and restore Woodtick Peninsula, including the construction of a confined disposal facility to act as a protective barrier. 

Appropriation Category:  General Investigations

Total Estimated Cost:  Funding in the amount of $67,000 was provided to conduct a Reconnaissance Study. 

Project Sponsor/Customer:  The Toledo-Lucas County Port Authority, The Nature Conservancy, and the Michigan Departments of Natural Resources are potential project sponsors.

Current Status:  The Reconnaissance Phase was initiated in July of 2003.  A 905(b) Reconnaissance Report is scheduled for submission to the Lakes and Rivers Division Office in September 2004.  The Reconnaissance Report defines the federal interest based on engineering and economic feasibility and environmental acceptability. The next stage, which will require additional funding, will be preparation of the Project Management Plan (scope of study) for a full scale feasibility study.
