Project Description: The purpose of the repair is to stabilize the foundation of the structures by driving steel sheet pile wall enclosures, replacing deteriorated stone and capping it with new concrete. Construction will be done using marine plant equipment for steel sheet pile driving, placing steel tie rods and reinforcing bars for concrete.
