Title/Name:  OLP FY02 Urban Non-Point Source Best Management Practices – Design Phase, Onondaga County, New York – Section 573 of the Water Resources Development Act of 1999 (WRDA-99), CWIS: 075512.

Location:  The project area is located in Onondaga County in central New York State and includes the City of Syracuse.

Project Description:  The purpose of this project is to develop and implement best management practices (BMPs) to reduce non-point source (NPS) pollution entering Onondaga Lake through tributaries impacted by urban runoff.  The design phase of this project involves inspection, mapping, and prioritization of catch basins that service separated and other sewers discharging directly into Onondaga Lake and through its tributaries.  Upgrades or repairs to critical catch basins, using BMPs, to reduce urban NPS pollution will be designed and prioritized to achieve maximum water quality benefits. 

Appropriation Category:  Construction General

Total Estimated Cost:  Total project cost is estimated to be $280,000, with the Federal costs anticipated to be $196,000 (70%) and the non-Federal share of $84,000 (30%), plus $10,000 (100% federally funded) for Design Coordination Team meeting costs.

Project Sponsor/Customer: Onondaga County presently serves as the non-federal sponsor for all of the USACE cost-shared projects and grants.  Customers include the Onondaga Lake Partnership members and other government, educational, non-profit agencies, local communities and tribal nations.

a. Design:  The City of Syracuse has identified the geographic area to be addressed.  Negotiations to award the project to an A-E Contractor have been finalized.  A contract award is pending for September 2003 with design phase completion in June 2004.
