Location:  The project area is located in the Onondaga Lake Watershed in Onondaga County, New York.

Project Description: The purpose of this project is to collect data on the outflow characteristics of Onondaga Lake.  The project includes installation, operation and maintenance of three new monitoring gages on the outlet of Onondaga Lake and the analysis and publication of data. The project will be conducted in partnership between Onondaga County, the U.S Geological Survey, and the USACE.
Appropriation Category:  Construction General 

Total Estimated Cost:  Total project cost is estimated to be $333,000, with the Federal costs anticipated to be $236,100 including $10,000 100% federally funded Design Coordination Team meeting costs and the non-Federal share of $96,900, including $56,239 in cash.

Project Sponsor/Customer: Onondaga County, New York has agreed to act as the non-federal sponsor for the project.  The city of Syracuse and Onondaga County are the primary customers for the project.
