Title/Name:  Onondaga Lake Partnership Project Development Project, Onondaga Lake, New York – Section 573, Water Resources Development Act of 1999 (PL 106-53). 

Location:  The project area is located in Onondaga County in central New York State and includes the City of Syracuse. 

Project Description:  The intent of this project is to establish an accurate and thorough comprehensive project database to aid the Onondaga Lake Partnership (OLP) in achieving the goals specified in the OLP Charter.  Establishing a baseline project program that identifies current and future project needs and resources is critical to OLP activities.  At a minimum, the database will contain the statement of work, cost estimates and schedules for each project.  This database will be accessible via the OLP Internal Website.  Also, as a part of this project a public electronic library of Onondaga Lake Partnership documents is being  created.

Appropriation Category:  Construction General

Total Estimated Cost:  The total project cost for developing this database and maintaining it for three years is estimated to be $265,750.  The Federal costs are anticipated to be $179,725 (70%) and the non-Federal share to be $77,025 (30%).  Another $9,000 (100% Federal) will be for customer coordination through the monthly Design Coordination Team meeting.

Project Sponsor/Customer:  Onondaga County presently serves as the non-Federal sponsor.  Customers include the Onondaga Lake Partnership members and other government, educational, non-profit agencies, local communities and tribal nations.
