COMPREHENSIVE NON-POINT SOURCE POLLUTION CONTROL PLAN PROJECT

The Onondaga Lake Partnership is developing and implementing a comprehensive lake and watershed improvement program.  There are several major projects directly within the Onondaga Lake watershed, including a Comprehensive Non-Point Source (NPS) Pollution Control Plan.
· Objective:  A comprehensive plan, based on best management practices (BMPs) for controlling non-point source pollution to Onondaga Lake throughout the Onondaga Lake watershed.  The plan will be used to identify and quantify areas that are likely to directly contribute to rural and urban NPS loading to Onondaga Lake and its tributaries, and prioritize these areas with respect to feasibility and expected effectiveness of mitigation measures.

· Funding:  Federal contribution ($215,845 from USACE), non-federal contribution ($92,505 from Onondaga County).  USACE grants and projects require 70% federal and 30% non-federal cost-share.

· Scope:  Develop a comprehensive non-point source pollution control plan for the Onondaga Lake watershed that identifies and quantifies areas that likely contribute to NPS pollution to the lake and its tributaries.  The goals and objectives for NPS pollution reduction will be identified by a NPS Pollution Reduction Team following a compilation and review of relevant information relating to NPS pollution reduction.  Identification of critical NPS loads and strategies for improving rural and urban source areas using best management practices will form the basis of the plan.  The plan identify, prioritize, and schedule rural and urban projects based on their ability to provide the greatest environmental benefit possible with existing resources.  This project will be performed through a task order with an A-E Contractor.

· Status:  A project preview meeting with the A-E Contractor (Parsons) was held on 18 December 2002 to outline the project scope of work and discuss the project schedule.  A draft scope of work and other documents required for the acquisition process are being prepared for submittal of a Request for Proposal (RFP) to Parsons.
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
