Title/Name:  Onondaga Lake Partnership Wastebed Stabilization Demonstration Project (FY 02), authorized by the Water Resources Development Act of 1999. CWIS: 075512

Location:  The project area is located along the southwestern shore of Onondaga Lake in Syracuse, NY.

Project Description: The purpose of this project is to design of a demonstration project in targeted wastebed reaches. The lakeshore wastebeds are the by-product of soda ash production which was placed along the shoreline of Onondaga Lake over a period of over 100 years. The wastebed deposits form unstable slopes and cliffs above the water level and create unsuitable underwater conditions for macrophytes and fish. The design work will be done through an A/E contract to identify the most effective stabilization and habitat enhancement technologies. This project will be executed in two phases: design phase and construction phase. The demo project will consist of alternative treatments to stabilize soils and create improved habitat.

Appropriation Category:  Construction General (Continuing Authorities Program)

Total Estimated Cost:  Total project cost is estimated to be $ 1,043,800, with the Federal costs anticipated to be $ 736,660 (70%) and the non-Federal share of $ 307,140 (30%).

Project Sponsor/Customer: Onondaga County, New York is the non-federal sponsor for this project. The customer is the Onondaga County Department of Water Environment Protection.
