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FACT SHEET
Title/Name:  Conneaut Creek, Ashtabula County, Ohio – Section 14 Streambank Protection

Location:  The project is located along Conneaut Creek, adjacent to the eastbound Interstate Route – 90 (I-90) Bridge (south lanes) in Kingsville Township, Ashtabula County, Ohio.

Project Description:  This study addresses streambank erosion that threatens the I-90 bridge over Conneaut Creek.  This study is being conducted under Section 14 of the 1946 Flood Control Act, as amended.  The length of protection being considered is approximately 150 feet and is located just upstream of the bridge.  The project consists of stabilizing the existing slope and then protecting the slope with stone riprap.

Appropriation Category:  Construction General (Continuing Authorities Program)

Total Estimated Costs:  Total project costs are estimated to be about $500,000.  The Federal share is anticipated to be $325,000 (65%) and the non-Federal share is $175,000 (35%).

Project Sponsor/Customer:  The Ohio Department of Transportation, District 4, is the non-Federal sponsor.

Current Status:  Planning and Design Analysis (PDA) is underway.  The plans and specifications are completed and need to undergo review.  Anticipate completion of plans and specifications review by end of March 2003.  Will request construction approval in 3rd Quarter FY-03.

Issues:  Delays in receiving comments from ODOT on the plans and specifications has delayed this project.  ODOT currently has a contractor at this site reconstructing a portion of I-90.  We had anticipated using this contractor for the Section 14 construction.  However, given the delays it is possible that ODOT’s contract will be completed before we are able to get our contract underway.
