Title/Name:  Port Clinton Harbor, OH
Location:  Port Clinton Harbor is located at the mouth of the Portage River, on the southwestern shore of Lake Erie, 26 miles southeast of Toledo, OH, and 72 miles west of Cleveland, in Ottawa County, OH.
Project Description: 

· Port Clinton Harbor is a shallow-draft commercial/recreational harbor.  The 1872 Rivers and Harbors Act authorized the construction of the existing project.  The harbor consists of a 5,000-foot navigation channel and parallel stone and pile jetties at mouth of the Portage River.  The east jetty is 2,200 feet long and the west jetty is 1,980 feet long.  The authorized Federal channel depth is 10 feet.

Active USACE Harbor Activities:

· Dredging Program:  The USACE contracts dredging projects at the harbor on a very infrequent basis.  It was last dredged in 1969.  The dredged material is disposed in a permitted open-lake disposal area.   Dredging is not scheduled in FY04.
· Project Condition Surveys:  USACE survey boats routinely document water depths and shoaling within the Federal channel.  The harbor survey documentation is made available for use by local industries and the general public.  The most recent project condition survey was completed in October 2003.  The survey indicated a minimum channel depth of 8.2 feet.  New project condition surveys are tentatively scheduled for August 2004.

· Breakwater (Pier or Jetty) Maintenance:  The USACE maintains the breakwater (pier or jetty) system through both contract and in-house labor.  Contractors are generally used to construct sheet pile, concrete, or rubble-mound structures.  Laid-up stone breakwater walls are rebuilt by USACE labor and floating plant.  Breakwater repairs are not scheduled in FY04.
