Title/Name:  Rocky River Harbor, OH

Location:  Rocky River Harbor is located on the southern shore of Lake Erie at the mouth of the Rocky River, five miles west of Cleveland Harbor, and 21.5 miles east of Lorain Harbor, in Cuyahoga County, OH.
Project Description:
· Rocky River Harbor is a recreational harbor.  Construction of the harbor was authorized by various legislative acts between 1872 and 1965.  Project features include a 5,000-foot navigation channel and an anchorage basin.  A pier extends from the east side of the river mouth, outward into the lake approximately 900 feet.  The authorized channel depth ranges between 10 foot at the lake, and 6 feet in the upstream areas.

Active USACE Harbor Activities:

· Dredging Program:  The USACE contracts dredging projects at the harbor approximately every three to four years.  The program routinely removes 35,000 cubic yards of sediment per event.  The dredged material is disposed in a permitted open-lake disposal area.  The harbor was last dredged in 1999.  Approximately 20,000 cubic yards of dredging is scheduled in FY04.

· Project Condition Surveys:  USACE survey boats routinely document water depths and shoaling within the Federal channel.  The harbor survey documentation is made available for use by local industries and the general public.  Surveys will be performed in FY04 in support of the dredging project.

· Breakwater (Pier) Maintenance:  The USACE maintains the breakwater (pier) system through both contract and in-house labor.  Contractors are generally used to construct sheet pile, concrete, or rubble-mound structures.  Laid-up stone breakwater walls are rebuilt by USACE vessels and labor.  Breakwater repairs are not scheduled in FY04.
